D e P a u l ’ s  C a r r i a g e  F a c t o r y
The old Cunningham Carriage Factory on Litchfield St. in Rochester, 
NY will be transformed into a new 5-story residential building. 
Selective demolition on the existing 73,000SF building will take place 
in preparation for the project. The final building will consist of 65 
units for low income and mental health residents. 

Christa Construction will perform as At-Risk Construction Managers and will be 
responsible for the coordination of the building design, permitting, pre-construction 
budgeting, construction, and commissioning.

Work is expected to begin in the Fall and completion of this project is anticipated for 
the Spring of 2013.

With bank financing finally in place, the long-anticipated Brickstone senior housing 
community project moves forward. Officials and guests with ceremonial shovels 
broke ground in a field on Elmwood Ave. in Brighton this past winter, signifying 
the start of a major construction project that will revolutionize the concept of senior 
living in the Rochester area. Construction begins in the spring on Brickstone, a 18-
acre senior housing community on Elmwood Ave. that is part of St. John’s.

When fully completed, Brickstone will comprise 102 dwelling units – apartments 
and lofts, one-story bungalows and two story townhouses – situated around the 
natural wetlands that currently exist on the property. The design and layout of the 
development also includes walking trails and pathways and a Village Square that 
will house retail outlets available to residents of both Brickstone and the neighboring 
community in Brighton.

The Brighton Town Board and its Planning Board approved the project in March 
of 2009.  The delay in the start of construction was due to the difficulty in obtaining 
bank financing. The project will cost $32 million.

Phase I of Golf Tee Apartment Project Moving Forward
During a meeting on January 18, 2011, the Webster Town Planning Board 
gave final approval to Phase I of the site plan at Webster Golf Tee. The project, 
located at 1039 and 1043 Ridge Road, will consist of 70 market rate apartments 
on 8.8 acres. Work is projected to begin on this project in June, 2011. 

Peggy Ryan Williams Center Receives LEED®  Platinum 
Certification
The U.S. Green Building Council has granted LEED®  Platinum certification, the 
highest possible standard, to the Peggy Ryan Williams Center at Ithaca College 
this past January. Christa Construction performed as General Contractor for this 
monumental project. Opened in the fall of 2009, the building houses the Office 
of the President and other senior administration, Office of Human Resources, 
Division of Enrollment and Communication, and Division of Graduate and 
Professional Studies.

Over 50% of the building’s energy comes from renewable sources, with a 
geothermal system using the Earth’s relatively consistent temperature to 
provide heating and cooling. Other sustainable features of the building include:

•  6,500 square feet of vegetated roof area to replace the land taken up by the 
building.

•  Natural convection ventilation that pre-cools the atrium at the start of each 
day. 

•  Sensors that control light fixtures and mechanical ventilation based on 
natural light levels and 
occupancy to reduce their use 
and conserve electricity. 

•  A 12,000-gallon tank below 
the garden that collects 
rainwater from the roof, serving 
over 85% of the building’s 
yearly water needs.

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Rochester Educational Opportunity Center 
Christa Construction has commenced construction on the Rochester 
Educational Opportunity Center, located at 161 Chestnut Street, under the 
direction of the State University Construction Fund (SUCF). As General 
Contractor, Christa was able to exceed the SUCF Minority and Woman 
Business Enterprise goals for this project.  Other team members include 
BHNT Architects of Buffalo, NY.  

This $32.9 million project consists of the renovation of four floors and the 
basement level of a five-story, 125,000 SF building to house this educational 
center. Providing career training and 
college-readiness courses, the local 
center is affiliated with the State 
University College at Brockport and is 
one of 10 such centers across the state. 
About 1,500 students from the area 
attend the tuition-free center. 

In addition to traditional classrooms, 
the new facility will include a 500-seat, 
multi-purpose area for the center’s 
special events and also feature a 
cosmetology salon and culinary bistro 
for training students. 
The anticipated completion for this project is Fall of 2011.
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Springbrook Coming Home 
Expansion
As General Trades Contractor, Christa is 
working on the School at Springbrook’s 
Coming Home Expansion project. The Coming 
Home project will create a school within a 
school for 36 children with autism. The project 
will include a new gymnasium, a six-classroom 
wing, a kitchen/cafeteria and three duplex-
style houses. Renovations will also be made to 
the interior of the school, the roadway, water 
and sewer system and drainage system.

The $23M project will be completed in 3 
phases: The three residences are slated for 
completion in July, 2011. The gym & cafeteria 
will be complete in September, 2011 and the 
new classrooms and main building renovations 
will be completed in March, 2012. Christa is 
proud to be a part of this project and sponsor 
the school’s Gala event on April 9th.

The Bullshead 
Commons campus, 
DePaul’s newest 
campus on West Main 
Street in Rochester, 
New York, opened in 
January. The campus 
was constructed between 
West Main Street and 
Brown Street on a site 
already owned by DePaul, 
a local not-for-profit agency 
founded in 1958.  

The project provides 
affordable housing to 
disabled and non-disabled 
populations and consists of 
three separate buildings: 

1) Halstead Square, a 75-bed 
Community Residence-Single 
Room Occupancy (CR-SRO) 
program; 

2) The Main Street Treatment 
Apartment (TAP) Program, a 14-
unit apartment building; and 

3) The Brown Street Apartments, a 
24-unit apartment building.

Construction began 
in October 2009 on the 
$35 million project. 
Christa Construction, 
as At-Risk Construction 
Manager, was responsible 

for the coordination 
of the building design, 
permitting, pre-construction 
budgeting, construction, and 
commissioning.  The architect 
of record was SWBR Architects 
& Engineers, P.C. Notable 
project attributes include a 
living “Green Wall,” pictured 
bottom right.

“We are thrilled to see Bullshead 
Commons completed and to 
serve those who reside on the 
campus. DePaul has been part of 
the Bullshead area since 1968 and
